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Tatreez (Palestinian embroidery) is a
“social dictionary” in Palestinian society,
as well as a historical and individual
record by Palestinian women, chronicling
their status, surroundings, political and
cultural events that touches their lives.
Each stich’s motif, pattern, shape, colour
infensity, is an account of life stories,
history and interpretations around the
evolving Palestinian story.
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
